* Before cleaning, always disconnect the Pump from the power source.

* Remove all parts from the Pump and clean in warm, soapy water.

» Disassemble the Pump housing and remove the impeller housing to expose
the impeller assembly. Remove the impeller assembly by gently pulling on the
impeller blades. Use a soft cloth or brush to clean the impeller assembly and the
inside of the impeller housing.

TROUBLESHOOTING

If the Pump fails to operate, flow diminishes or flow is uneven, check the following:

» The power cord is plugged in, the Pump is getting power.

* Pump is fully submerged.

 Tubing has no kinks and both tubing and Pump outlet are free of obstructions.

* Impeller is not broken or jammed with debris. TURN OFF POWER, then Remove the Pre-Filter, Pump Cover, and

impeller housing to expose the impeller. Remove and inspect the impeller and impeller chamber. Clean and reassemble
» Make sure the impeller, water sensor and the housing are clean.
